Each event combines employer presentations, published job vacancies, and direct interaction with jobseekers,
supported by EURES Advisers.This format keeps jobseekers well-informed and supports constructive dialogue, helping
match employers with suitable candidates and making EJDs a highly effective tool for transnational recruitment.
